aka Baker or Jewett

Located on % acre in Sec. 3, Town 6S, Range 2E, West Jefferson Twp., Mercer Co., OH off S.R. 29W on a knoll
back in the field west of the County Home property.

The land on which this cemetery is located was first purchased through the Piqua Land District in January, 1837
by Demas Adams of Columbus, OH. Local courthouse deeds show the land has changed hands numerous times. The
first mention of a cemetery is in a deed of September 9, 1873 from Joseph Hein to Frank Puthoff where % acre of
ground was stated to be used for burial purposes (Bk. 22, p. 76).

Unfortunately, this cemetery was bulldozed of trees, stumps, and grave stones in April, 1977 by the present owner.
A number of articles appeared in the Daily Standard newspaper of Celina, OH in May, 1977 listing names of
people believed to be buried there. No actual records have been found of burials.
